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Al Sakaniya, Al Mukhtar & Al Jughaify 2
A lack of basic services (water, electricity, and especially
solid waste removal) was found in the neighbourhoods
above the railway, as well as a lack of educational and
health facilities.

Al Namea
High needs for basic services
(water, electricity, solid waste
removal), health services and
livelihood opportunities reported.

Al Shuhada
High needs for livelihood opportunities
reported, with 35% of the neighbourhood's
residents actively seeking a job. Shuhada Dhubat

High needs for healthcare and
livelihood opportunities reported, with
no health facilities and roughly 40%
of the neighbourhood's residents
actively seeking a job.

Al Andalus
Many public health centres and private
pharmacies identified in the so-called
doctor's street. Most pharmacies
throughout the city were reportedly
private.

Al Dhubat
The public hospital in al-Dhubat was
reported to be functioning, however lack
of treatment availability was said to force
residents to go to more expensive private
facilities within the city, or travel to public
facilities in Baghdad or KRI.

Al Askary
Hospital in al-Askary is a
private hospital.
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
