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Methodology

The Area of Knowledge (AoK) assessment is conducted every quarter
using a structured survey with Key Informants (Kls) who have arrived
from, recently visited, or received regular information from a settlement.
All data was aggregated at the settiement level, and settlements were
assigned the modal or most credible response. When no consensus was

reached regarding a settlement, the report did not include that settiement.

To limit biases in sampling, Payam'quota sampling was employed to
ensure a geographic spread of settlements across and increase
geographical representativeness. Data is displayed for counties that
reached interview coverage of at least 10% of all settlements per county."

The data collection took place between the 20th of August and the 17th
of September 2024, and a total of 5,712 Kls were interviewed in 4,500
settlements across South Sudan.

Furthermore, findings are not generalizable and should be considered
indicative of the situation in assessed areas unless specified otherwise.
