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When asked whether

households with school-aged

children had experienced
difficulties in successfully enrolling their
children within the available educational
institutions 48% of families in shelters and
43% of families in host communities
indicated having faced difficulties. Both
shelter and host community residents
cited the lack of vacancies as their
primary challenge (reported in 34% and
43% of those households that reported
difficulties respectively). Second to the
lack of available vacancies in schools in
both shelters (31%) and host community
settings (40%) were issues caused lack of
or improper documentation.
