Methodology:

In order to inform the COVID-19 response in South Sudan
and in particularly in Juba city, this map presents a number
of indicators related to access to water, including type of
water source and locations, as well as the estimated water
trucking price throughout the city. Aside from the locations
of water points, this map is only based on indicative data,
gathered through a participatory mapping exercise with
seven participants. Findings were then verified by three key
informants knowledgeable of specific neighbourhoods. As
such, this map should be considered as only a first step
towards gaining a better understanding of the type and level
of access to water in Juba city. More work is needed to

collect additional information and apply complementary
methodologies.
