* Key Informants noted a rise in the supply of vacant shelters and fall in
demand has resulted in lower rent costs. This was usually due to the fall
in nominal rental rates, rather than absolute rates.

* Both Kls and HHSs reported rent cost to vary regionally based on household
and room size. HHs noted that larger, extended HHs necessitated larger
shelters, leading to larger costs on rent and services. Larger cities like
Herat and Kandahar were an exception, where high rental costs limited
HHs' ability to rent larger shelters, regardless of household size.
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
